We request that a Batch Control Log be sent with each batch of charges. The six columns 
illustrated above are the required columns. You may additionally wish to have other columns on 
the report that are used internally at the Fire Department, such as Incident Number, or a column 
to indicate whether a patient is eligible for EMS Levy Funds. Often this type of report is 
available from an existing in-house reporting system. 
 
The Batch Control Log is a critical element in the audit trail, both in your office and ours. You 
can use it to verify that everything you send to us actually gets billed out. We use it to verify that 
the entries we make balance to the information you submit. If there is a discrepancy, we locate 
the problem immediately, not several months down the road.
